It
is conceded that William G. Weaver, I has violated Rule 8.4 of the Rules of Professional
Conduct.

1. William G. Weaver, Ll is hereby disbarred from the practice of law in Tennessee.
2. This Order of Disbarment shall be a matter of public record.

3. The affidavit filed by William ;. Weaver, I1I shall not be publicly disclosed or
made available for usc in any other proceeding except upon further Order of this

Court.

4. The Board of Professional Responsibility shall cause notice of this disbarment to
be published in accordance with Section 18.5 of Tennessee Supreme Court
Rule 9.

5. William G. Weaver, II1 shall comply with the requirements and obligations of

disbarred attorneys as established in Section 18 of Tennessee Supreme Court
Rule 9.
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Pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 9, Section 24.3, the Respondent shall pay 1o the
Board of Professional Responsibility the expenses and costs of this matter in the
amount of $201.00, and in addition, shall pay to the Clerk of this Court the costs
incurred herein, for all of which execution may 1ssu¢ if necessary.

Pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 9, Rules of the Supreme Court, Section 18.5, this
Order shall be effective ten (10) days after the date of entry.
