ORDER OF ENFORCEMENT

This matter is before the Court upon the Petition for Discipline filed by the Board of

Professional Responsibility (“Board”) in the matter of Clyde E Harris, Jr. This case was heard by

a Hearing Panel of the Board on September 28, 2006. On October 18, 2006, the Hearing Panel

entered its Judgment in the matter. (A copy of the Hearing Panel Judgment is attached as Exhibit

L)

Neither respondent, nor the Board, appealed the Judgment to Chancery or Circuit Court and

the time to appeal has expired. The Supreme Court has fully considered the Judgment of the Hearing

Panel and adopts the findings and recommendations as the findings and recommendations of the

Court.

It is hereby ORDERED, ADJUDGED and DECREED by the Court that:

1.

Clyde E. Harris, Jr., respondent, is suspended from the practice of law for a fixed
period of three years.

Respondent shall also be suspended for an indeterminate period until he shall make
full payment, including accrued interest, on the judgment rendered against him by the
Circuit Court of Maury County, Tennessee, in the favor of his former employer,
Adkins Engineering.

Respondent shall pay the costs of the Board, pursuant to Rule 9, Section 24.3, of the
Rules of the supreme Court, said costs being the sum of one thousand five hundred
and seventy dollars and 50/100 ($1,570.50), and the costs imposed by the Clerk of
this Court, for which execution shall issue, if necessary. Payment of said costs shall
be a condition precedent to reinstatement.
