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ORDER

This matter is before the Court upon a Petition of the Board of Professional Responsibility
of the Supreme Court of Tennessee, by and through Disciplinary Counsel, for the temporary
suspension of David Henry Hornik from the practice of law pursuant to Section 4.3 of Supreme
Court Rule 9. The Petition has been authorized by the Chair of the Board of Professional

2. David Henry Hornik comply with Supreme Court Rule 9 in all respects, and
particularly as provided in Section 18.

3 David Henry Hornik may make application for dissolution or modification of this
Order as provided in Supreme Court Rule 9.

4. The Board of Professional Responsibility shall cause notice of this suspension of
David Henry Hornik to be published as required by Supreme Court rule 9.
