ORDER OF ENFORCEMENT

The Board of Professional Responsibility of the Supreme Court of Tennessee, by and
through Disciplinary Counsel, filed a Petition for Discipline against the Respondent, Frank G.
Abemathy, a Nashville, Tennessee lawyer, which was served on July 27, 2001.

Pursuant to Section 16.1 of Tennessee Supreme Court Rule 9, Respondent
submitted a Conditional Guilty Plea in exchange for a stated form of discipline. The stated form
of discipline shall be that Respondent, Frank G. Abernathy, shall be suspended from the practice
of law for a period of one (1) year, beginning April 16, 2002; and shall make restitution in the
amount of $180,403.94 to Juditka Kasper-Fox.

A copy of the Conditional Guilty Plea is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated
herein. The Conditional Guilty Plea was approved by the Board of Professional Responsibility.

It is therefore ORDERED, ADJUDGED and DECREED that the Respondent,
Frank G. Abemathy is suspended from the practice of law for a period of one (1) year; and shall
make restitution in the amount of $180,403.94 to Juditka Kasper-Fox.

It is further ORDERED, ADJUDGED and DECREED that Respondent, Frank
G. Abernathy, shall pay the costs in this matter of $722.00 and in addition, shall pay the Clerk of
this Court the costs incurred herein as a condition precedent to reinstatement, for all of which -
execution shall issue, if necessary. '
