ORDER OF TRANSFER TO DISABILITY INACTIVE STATUS

This matter is before the Court upon the Petition for Transfer to Disability Inactive Status of
Patricia B. Penn filed by Disciplinary Counse!l pursuant to Rule 9, Section 21.2 of the Rules of the
Supreme Court. The Board of Professional Responsibility asserts that due to iilness, Patricia B. Penn
is incapacitated from continuing to practice law.
